Her career has been filled with exhibits, commissions, teaching, lectures, publishing, hosting two Internet radio shows, and a ten year journey as founder and director of "Piecing a Quilt of Life," an international project dedicated to documenting and celebrating the creative talents of other quilt artists over the age of fifty.  

In her wisdom years she chooses a quieter schedule and looks at life with a deeper perspective.  She still maintains her studio in Rock Hill, South Carolina, teaches, lectures, exhibits, and does commission pieces; however, now she enjoys a more reflective pace leaving time for the joys of grandparenting and other simple pleasures.
